Application Details

Following the experience of previous years, the Association Training Day in 2012 will again concentrate on five‑ and six‑bell methods.  The student groups benefit from having no more than five students and the day will be planned on this basis, with additional groups being created according to need.  If, however, we cannot accommodate everyone, applications will be processed on a strictly first‑come, first‑served basis.

When selecting a Course, please do not over-estimate your abilities. If you do you may prevent someone more suitable from joining the Course, and it can be a source of intense annoyance to Tutors, Helpers and other Students.  Provided you have good handling skills and the competence level specified below, choosing the right Course will ensure you get the most out of your day.  If you need help to decide which Course is appropriate, then please discuss this with your Tower Captain or your Branch Ringing Master.

Course A, Plain Hunt. Students must be fully competent at handling and controlling a bell, this is not a bell handling course.  Much time has been wasted in previous years Plain Hunt Courses because Student capabilities have been over estimated.  Students must be able to ‘hold up’ and ‘cut in’ on demand.  Students who over estimate their capabilities beware, it may be necessary to restrict the time allotted to you on the Course.

(2)
Course D, St Simons Doubles Group.  St Simons, St Martins, St Nicholas, and Winchendon Place. These methods all involve 3rds from the back, the Group contains yet more methods but Students who master these 4 methods should have no difficulty in mastering the remainder of the Group. The Course is to provide an intermediate stage between Plain Bob/Grandsire and Stedman.

(3)
Course G, Beyond Plain Bob Minor.  St Clements, Double Oxford, Double Court and Kent Treble Bob.  There are yet more methods between Plain Bob and Cambridge but having mastered these four methods the Student should have no difficulty in mastering the remainder.  This Course is intended to provide an intermediate stage between Plain Bob and Cambridge.

Courses D and G are an experimental innovations for TD2012, the methods involved are shown at (2) and (3) above. The running of these courses is very dependent on the Application received. Students on these courses will not be expected to ring all the methods but will be given the opportunity to ring which they choose. Because of the number of methods involved there may be a need to restrict the time spent on any one method. Please see note on Application Form.

It is possible that Students may be sent a ‘Homework pack’ by their Tutor. If a ‘Homework pack’ is received please work through it before Training Day.

The programme for the Association Training Day will be:

9.30 – 10.30 a.m:
Assembly at Hethersett Village Hall – Registration and Refreshments

10.30 a.m. – 12.30 p.m:
Morning Ringing Session  ‑ (approx 2 hours at the tower)

12.30 – 2.00 pm.
Lunch ‑ (own/group arrangements:  pub lunch, packed lunch)

2.00 – 4.00 p.m:
Afternoon Ringing Session ‑ (approx 2 hours at the tower)

4.30 p.m:
Tea at Hethersett Village Hall

Each course group will be assigned to a Tutor, who will be responsible for theoretical and practical instruction at both the morning and the afternoon ringing sessions.  The Tutor will also be coordinating the Helpers who are assigned to the course.  The Tutor will probably also make arrangements to find a suitable venue for the course group (Tutor, Students and Helpers) to have a pub lunch together, and will contact Students and Helpers accordingly, prior to the Training Day. Note this does not preclude the bringing of a packed Lunch if preferred.   

All Applications must be made using the Application Form.  This year the closing date for Application is 25th January 2012, which slightly later than last year.  Closing date will be rigidly adhered to  

Please note that a duly completed Page 1 of the Consent Form must accompany each Application in respect of any person under 18 years of age on Training Day.

The course fee for the Training Day is £8.00.  This covers all administration costs, including tower fees, refreshments at Reception and the Ringers Tea in the end of the afternoon. 

Confirmation of course places will be notified early in February 2012.

Safeguarding of Young Persons

The Association is deeply conscious of its responsibilities for the Safeguarding of Young Persons.  

The Association’s policy on Safeguarding is that of the Central Council of Church Bell Ringers, as published in ‘Child Protection in Towers’ Guidance Note No 3 Issue 5 dated March 2011, this can be downloaded from:

To comply with this policy:

1.
The parent, guardian or carer will be responsible for accompanying their Young Persons to Reception at Hethersett Village Hall at the start of Training Day and also for collecting them from Hethersett Village Hall at the end of the day.  

2.
The Course Tutor for any course including Young Persons will be responsible for the Safeguarding of the Young Persons during the day.  This will include midday lunch break and transportation to and from the towers used for the relevant course.  

3.
The Association’s Safeguarding Officer will be present at Reception to remind Tutors of their responsibilities on these matters and to generally oversee the arrangements during the day.

4.
Prior to Training Day the Safeguarding arrangements for each Young Persons will be individually drawn up to suit each case and gain the approbation of the parent, guardian or carer and also the Association’s Safeguarding Officer.

5.
Young Persons are required to remain with their Group throughout the day. This will include midday lunch break and transportation to and from the towers used for the relevant course. The Course Tutor for any course including Young Persons will, wherever possible, be a person known to have a CRB Clearance although this is not a legal requirement for a once a year event.
